
 
LET’S START AT THE VERY BEGINNING, A VERY NICE PLACE TO START 

 

What’s the most important passage of Scripture in the Bible? Is there a passage upon which the rest of the canon hing-

es? What might you suggest? John 3:16? Romans 3? Ephesians 1–2:10? Perhaps Isaiah 52–53? Psalm 1? Each of these pas-

sages are certainly foundational to our faith and to our salvation and knowledge of God, but what about Genesis 1? Let 

us even broaden that to Genesis 1–3. How could any other passages mean what they do without the foundation of the-

se introductory three chapters of the Bible? 

 

In our secularist, agnostic culture the first three chapters of the Bible have been relegated to the periphery of discus-

sion as ancient myth and fabled concoction of an ignorant people seeking to make sense of the world they lived in and 

the lives they led. Recently this past summer, the self-described Christian and Director of the National Institute for 

Health Francis C. Collins claimed in Christianity Today that it is possible, and in fact preferable, that Christians need not 

believe in a literal first Adam in order to be a biblical Christian. He concluded that simply at some point in the history 

of the world primates became cognizant enough and evolved enough to be regarded as “human,” and image-bearers of 

God. The historical account of Creation in Genesis simply is unnecessary, Collins argued. 

 

But what, then, do we make of Ephesians 2 and Original Sin? What do we make of Romans 5 and Christ as the second 

Adam? How are we to understand the purpose of Mankind and the meaning of life? Clearly, as we pull at the strings of 

Collins’s argument we see that our entire faith, our walk with Christ, and our worship of God through our Lord and 

Saviour Jesus Christ hinges upon the veracity of Genesis 1–3. Beyond coincidence, then, we come to see that it is this 

very doctrine of Creation which has become the Evil One’s point of attack for the last 100+ years. 

 

Our children are indoctrinated today with theories that undermine the biblical message. Our minds are led into doubt 

by supposed experts. But the fact of the matter remains, all theories of man’s origins are just that, theories. No one 

was present at Creation save One, God. Therefore, it stands to reason that God would be the most accurate and only 

trustworthy source of information. And God, we see, has recorded this truth for us in the Bible. 

 

Therefore, this Winter, we will spend our Sunday mornings studying the first eleven chapters of the book of Genesis. It 

is not only pertinent to our defense of Truth, but also to our worship and our theology that we devote ourselves to 

rightly understanding the foundations of the world. Likewise, then, on Sunday nights we will watch together a series of 

high quality movies on the science of Scripture’s account of Creation. I invite you to not only make these two occa-

sions a priority for your attendance, but to use them as opportunities to invite friends, family, and neighbors who have 

questions about the Christian faith and science. May God bless His Word and our worship as we seek to know Him 

more fully!

As we contemplate the past year with all its trials, cares and victories, let it be a les-

son to us that we need to meet the New Year with a renewed commitment to faith-

ful prayer.  Be sure that just as every day of the coming year will require its bread, so 

every day will require its prayer.  Last year’s praying does not suffice for this year’s 

praying no more than last year’s bread will count for this year’s bread.  Likewise we 

cannot be too focused on tomorrow; we cannot store up tomorrow’s prayer no 

more than we can eat tomorrow’s bread.  True prayer is birthed out of present 
need, and we need to trust God today, not tomorrow, to meet them.  Let us seek 

the Lord daily as He taught us “Give us this day our daily bread.”
